N.P.G.A. RULES: (1) It is the ultimate
responsibility of the exhibitor that the
exhibitor’s goat(s) is/are entered and shown in
the correct age class and division. (Rule B3a).
(2) Exhibitors shall not show any doe or buck
in an N.P.G.A sanctioned show with the herd
name(s) of the judge who is judging the show.
This does not apply to wethers or unregistered
classes or non-sanctioned 4-H/Youth shows.
(Rule B3b).
